POWs and MIAs Left in Vietnam?
On Jan. 15, 1973, President Nixon announced the end of offensive operations against North Vietnam as a peace deal was underway.  The Paris Peace Accords were signed Jan. 27, 1973, officially ending the conflict and beginning the withdrawal of the remaining American troops from Vietnam.  According to the accords, all prisoners of war were to be released (on both sides); however, it seems that that may not have happened.  Following the exit of U.S. troops, North Vietnam quickly took control of South Vietnam, uniting the country under a communist government.  During the war, there were more than 58,000 soldiers killed, more than 153,000 wounded, and 1, 948 listed as missing in action (MIA).  The lingering question is: Where are all of those soldiers listed as MIA?  Were they taken prisoner and never released?  Are they still being held in Vietnam?  Are they dead?  
Your assignment:  Conduct some research (using at least 3 sources…please copy/paste the web address at the end of your assignment) and answer this question:  Are there still American POWs being held in Vietnam today?
