Class Description
This class covers American history from 1900 to the present.  Special attention is given to WWI, the roaring Twenties, The Great Depression, the New Deal, WWII, The Truman Years, the Korean War, Camelot and JFK, the Vietnam Conflict, Nixon and Watergate, the 1970s, the Reagan and Bush Years, and the Clinton Administration.
Grading

All grading is done based on points, so something that is worth more points will affect your grade more than something worth less.  Nothing is worth a certain percentage of your grade (ex: tests are not worth 10% of your final grade).   Please see the posted grading scale for percentages and their corresponding letter grade.
Attendance

Class attendance, like school attendance, is mandatory unless you are excused by a parent or guardian.  If you miss class, it is your responsibility to see me to find out what you missed.  I will not seek you out to give you your missing work.  Due dates for work missed because of absences will be worked out between you and me on an individual basis, but you can usually expect one day to make up work for every day of class you missed.  Any assignment that was due the day you were absent will be due the day you return to class.  Also, illness is the only excuse for not turning in an assignment.  If you are going to miss class for a meeting, sporting event, etc., you need to turn your work in on the day it is due (either before you attend that event or after you return).
Assignments

Almost everything you do for class, either during class time or as homework will have some points assigned to it, so it is important for you to keep up to date with your work.  Late assignments will only be accepted one day after they are due and will be docked 50%.  If that assignment is not turned in the day after it was due, it will be a zero.  Remember you can always check for missing assignments on Skyward. 
Classroom Expectations

You are expected to come to class prepared to learn, which includes having the proper materials.  Those materials include a notebook or other source of blank paper, a folder containing class work, and a pen or pencil.  I also expect you to come to class interested in the topic (pretend if you have to) and with a positive attitude.  Additionally, you are expected to treat other students (this includes no name calling), yourself, this classroom, and me with respect at all times.

Plagiarism

Throughout this class, students will be conducting research and will need to use that information to create projects or write papers.  In doing this, it is important to remember not to plagiarize the work of others.  Plagiarism is defined as copying or closely imitating the work of another (this will be explained further in class).  Remember to use your own words!
