EDUCATIONAL OPTIONS - District and School Level

The School District of Shiocton is focused on providing a quality education with a variety of options to all students enrolled. The
District’s traditional pathway of education begins with 4-year-old kindergarten and ends with 12t grade; all course work planned
meets state standards and is designed in a comprehensive manner to lead the student towards earning a high school diploma.

The District’s schools include Shiocton Elementary School (Grades ECH — 8) and Shiocton High School (Grades 9 — 12).

In addition to the traditional, high quality education offered within our classrooms, Shiocton School District seeks to provide
educational options to meet the diverse needs and interests of its students. Options include:

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REPORT CARD ACCOUNTABLITY RATING

Annually, the Department of Public Instruction (DPI) produces report cards for all publicly funded Wisconsin schools and districts. The
report cards share data on multiple indicators in the four priority areas: achievement, growth, target group outcomes, and graduation.
For the 2022-2023 school year, the District earned a score of 70.9 (Exceeds Expectations); the elementary school (Grades K4-8) earned
a score of 82.0 (Exceeds Expectations); the high school (Gr 9-12) earned a score of 51.2 (Meets Few Expectations).
