Dear Families,

I want this year to be a great year for your child.  Therefore, it’s important that each student feels successful and learns in an environment that is organized, structured, and congenial.  In order to have such a classroom, we have developed a classroom management plan that helps maintain a smooth running class.  

The goal of the “Above the Line Plan,” is to promote a safe and caring environment where all students are taught the difference between appropriate and inappropriate behavior.  In the program, behavior is divided into three groups, Above the Line, Below the Line, and Bottom Line.  The three categories, with some sample behaviors, are illustrated below.

Students are expected to demonstrate “Above the Line” behaviors. By demonstrating such, students EARN chance tickets. These tickets are placed into the "Buzzing Above the Line" can, and are used for Friday drawings.  If a student makes a poor choice and falls "Below the Line," the student will be expected to assume responsibility for the behavior, and AUTOMATICALLY LOSES A TICKET.  
1st ticket lost is a warning, 2nd ticket lost =10 minutes at recess, 3rd ticket lost = parent note (bright green parent/teacher communication slip to be signed by parent), and 4th or more (&/or bottom line behavior) goes directly to Mrs. Griesbach. The Above Line program is a program that starts over on a daily basis. 

There are some behaviors that are considered totally inappropriate at school.  These behaviors are considered “Bottom Line” behaviors.  A Bottom Line behavior is a violation of state law, district policy, or any other totally unacceptable behavior.  When a student demonstrates a Bottom Line behavior, it will require involvement by the principal, parent(s)/guardian(s) and maybe legal authority. 

Once again, my goal is to create a safe, caring learning environment for all of our students.  I appreciate your support and cooperation in helping me create an instructional environment.
